The distribution center will distribute furniture to Rooms To Go customers from Panama City, FL, to Baton Rouge, LA, and with over 90 percent of its inventory in stock will allow the company to offer expanded next-day delivery of furniture in Louisiana as well as along the Gulf Coast. Construction will begin in spring 2008, with an anticipated completion date of fall 2009.
