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LOCAL COMPANY TO RECEIVE STATE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AWARD TONIGHT


Abita Brewing Company will be honored tonight in a ceremony at the Governor’s Mansion for its contributions to economic development in the region.


The company will receive the Lantern Award from Louisiana Economic Development (formerly the state Department of Economic Development), along with seven other companies from around the state.


The awards are cosponsored by the Louisiana Industrial Development Executives Association and LED, and are presented to businesses that excel in manufacturing and community involvement.  Winners are also chosen based on community contribution, employee growth and facility expansion. Each business also must demonstrate sustainability by remaining in operation at least three years prior to the nomination.

Winners have been selected from the state’s economic development regions.  Abita Brewing Company was nominated by the St. Tammany Economic Development Foundation, and is the first St. Tammany-based company to receive the award.  The award itself is a copper lantern fashioned by Bevolo Gas and Electric Lights, a New Orleans-based company that recently expanded its operations to St. Tammany.
