New Jobs Heading to Tangipahoa Parish Thanks to State ED Grants

AMITE - More than 60 new jobs are headed for Tangipahoa Parish thanks to nearly $1 million in state economic development grants.

Parish President Gordon Burgess announced the grants at the parish council meeting Monday.

Scariano Brothers, a meat distribution company, will add 48 new jobs with the company's expansion plans off Crisp Road.

The company will donate land for infrastructure to support the expansion, including road, water and sewer improvements, Burgess said.

Council members approved a resolution to allow Burgess to accept the land donation. 
An $800,000 state economic development grant is approved to pay for the infrastructure.

Amite Foundry and Machine will create 20 new jobs as the result of a $181,000 grant to reduce the incline and improve the Foulks Lane railroad crossing near the plant entrance.

The current height of the crossing makes moving heavy equipment through the crossing difficult, the parish president said during the meeting.
