Sales Tax Revenue Signals Stability and Growth in Tangipahoa Parish

Steady increases in sales tax revenue signal stability in the growth affecting Tangipahoa Parish.

The revenue from October taxes collected in November was down 1.9 percent from the same month a year ago, but Parish President Gordon Burgess points out the amount is still about 4 percent above what was collected during the best year pre-Katrina.

Businesses are continuing to open and thrive, providing more jobs for workers and generating that sales tax revenue. Commercial and residential construction is evident in Hammond, Ponchatoula and throughout the parish. Soon road widening construction will begin at Interstate 12's Hammond Square Mall exit as part of the project to demolish and rebuild the old mall into a major retail center.

The schools are ever pursuing higher standards.
